Lipid membrane

Fragile outer envelope, easy for the
disinfectant to destroy

Lipid envelope
is no longer
functional

Non-enveloped viruses

Capsid

Robust capsule containing genetic
information. More difficult for dis-
infectants to destroy

Capsid is no
° longer functional

All enveloped viruses

a little more difficult to inactivate
